1-Internal scheme Articles
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Article (1): Scope

This scope of the scheme includes all types of plastic, paper,
cardboard, glass, and wood or textile packaging products for
use in packaging, protecting, handling and displaying
merchandise for sale in the markets, imported and local
factories.

Since there are some products that are traded that are not
subject to a specific technical regulation, either by GSO or
SASO, SAITCO developed this scheme for products related to
packaging products ,Annex (2) in accordance with
international, regional and national requirements for these
products, and the relevant standards.

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Article (2): Terms and Definitions
Refer to item C- Terms and Definitions related the Scheme
or terms in the relative standards:
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Article (3) Objectives

This regulation aims to ensure that the product safety
requirements in the field of this scheme are met and in
accordance with the relevant standards.
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Article (4) Obligations of Supplier

Supplier shall fulfill the following requirements:

4/1 General Requirements

A) Supplier shall fulfill I all general and technical
requirements of this Regulation.

B) Supplier shall provide safety labels with each product
production batch, subject to the international | laws on
safety in production, marketing and recycling of product
(if applicable).

C) Supplier shall provide all evidences on executed
procedures to ensure safety of product, at the request of
Regulatory Authorities and relevant conformity
assessment authorities as per the related standers.

Each product shall be packed based on nature as per the
packaging requirements provided in the relevant
standards.

Without prejudice to what is stated in relevant Gulf
standard, bottled water shall be packed in hygienic
suitable, clean and hermetically sealed containers that
would prevent contamination of the water and preserve
it’s physical and chemical properties.

- Filling and sealing operations of containers done in an
aseptic atmosphere according to relevant Gulf standard.
Without prejudice to what is mentioned in the relevant
Gulf Standard, it is required to choose the type of food
packaging materials according to the following:

1- The packages should be suitable for the type of food
product.

2- That the material from which the containers are made,
which comes in direct contact with food, is non-toxic and
does not interact with food in a way that leads to food
spoilage and spoilage, or its transformation into a
substance not suitable for human consumption.

3- The packages should preserve the product from
contamination after closing and sterilization.

4- The packages achieve complete isolation of the
product from the outside environment, characterized by
its impermeability to moisture, gases and odors to and
from food.

5- The packages should protect the food from exposure
to light. For this purpose, plastic packaging or aluminum
foil is used.

6- It should be easy to open, handle and dispose of easily
after use.
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4/2 Technical Requirements

In order to fulfill the requirements of this scheme, the
supplier and/or manufacturer must fulfill the following:
-Technical requirements for water bottles according to Saudi
Standard 2940

- Technical requirements for foodstuff contact materials and
refer to the relevant specifications in Annex No. (5)
Technical Requirements for Vegetables and Fruits

Packages:

-Fresh vegetables and fruits should be packed in appropriate
containers that preserve Its quality and safety.

-All materials used in the manufacture of vegetable and fruit
boxes shall be Fresh is free from any toxic or harmful
substance.

The materials used in writing the data on the box must be
from the materials Hygienically authorized.

- The box shall fulfill the characteristics and characteristics of
the packed material.

- It should be noted that the sources of ventilation are
connected through openings in the ceiling and sides of the
boxes.

- That all the materials used in its manufacture, formation or
treatment are of food grade and the Gulf standard
specification for each of them.

- To be clean and in a condition that does not allow for any
possibility of contamination of the filled material.

- Not to affect the contents of the package as a result of the
migration of some of its components and their interaction or
mixing with the food item.

The package should be used only once, unless it was
originally manufactured to suit washing, sterilization and
repacking operations.

Wooden Packaging:

-The wood be new, clean, dry and free from gums, fungi and
insects.

-The wood should be free from strange smells.

- After manufacturing, the box shall be free of protrusions
and protruding screw heads, from the inside or the outside.

- The wood should be free of cracks and knots, the diameter
of which is more than 50% of the width of the piece of wood,
and the knot must be in the place of the nail.

-Wooden boxes may be used more than once if they meet
the conditions of good packaging.

It is allowed that the inner surfaces of the boxes be waxed,
painted or saturated with any material that is resistant to
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moisture permeability, provided that it does not result in an
odor, taste or damage to the fruits.

Corrugated Carton:

- The box must be made of corrugated board that can
withstand a pressure of not less than 13 kg/cm?.

- The box shall be provided with a separate cove or attached
of the same carton material.

The internal volume of the box shall not exceed 60 Cubic
decimeters.

- When storing and transporting cardboard boxes, it should
be taken into account that they are covered from the outside
so that they are not exposed to any pollution until the time
of their use and that they are in good appearance without
tearing.

- The wax used in the treatment of carton boxes is raw or
pure paraffin wax that is free of taste and odor and whose
melting point is not less than 58 °C treated with plastic.

The box must meet the following ventilation conditions:
There should be ventilation holes on both sides of the box
distributed in a way that allows the passage of

Air so that the number of holes is not less than 3 and not
more than 4 on each side and with a diameter of 2.5 - 2 cm.
- The box should contain ventilation holes with an area of not
less than 35 cm? if its volume is more than 30 cubic
decimeters, and 25 square centimeters if it ranges between
30-20 cubic decimeters, and 20 cm?, if its volume is less than
20 cubic decimeters.

- In the case of using longitudinal holes, the width of the hole
must not be less than five millimeters and its length of fifty
millimeters, and in the case of using circular holes, the
diameter of the hole must not be less than 20 mm.

The holes in the two heads or the sides are symmetrical.
Uncovered boxes (without cover) are excluded, provided
that their top or the four corners are higher than the sides.

- That the boxes prepared for packing apples, pears and
peaches contain internal sections for each row of fruits in a
way that each fruit is kept separately, or that the box
contains concave trays on which a row of fruits is stacked in
case the fruits are not wrapped in paper.

Contrary to the above, boxes without wearing lids can be
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used according to the conditions next:

The general volume of the box shall not exceed 20 cubic
decimeters

The two heads, the sides, or both of them together should be
doubles.
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- In the case of importing boxes from abroad, they must be
clearly stamped on behalf of the source of the fruit or its
trademark.

- That these funds meet all the requirements and conditions
mentioned above.

Itis allowed that the inner surfaces of the boxes be waxed or
coated with any material resistant to moisture permeation,
provided that it does not result in odor, taste or spoilage of
the fruits.

Plastic Boxes:

- It is allowed to use (plastic) boxes or made of any similar
material with the same specifications and general
requirements for carton and wooden boxes.

The bottom of the box should not be one piece without any
openings.

The boxes are made in such a way that when placed on top
of each other, one does not affect the contents of the other
box.

- That these boxes have the upper load resistance of the
other boxes when placed on top of each other by about 50
kg in normal cases.

- The package shall not be affected by heat during packing,
sealing, storing, transporting or handling, which may lead to
deformation, change its composition and chemical and
natural properties, or increase the possibilities of
interactions and migration of single substances or additives
except within the permissible limits.

- Be clean and homogeneous, free from foreign matter,
bulges and air pockets.

Without prejudice to what is agreed between the
relevant parties, the following information shall be
disclosed:

- That the name of the product be clear, free of any
statement that would give a false impression regarding
the nature and properties of the product that will not
be advertised on the label.

Product components, original or recycled.

- Use once per request.

The net volume of the metric system, unit.

- Production date

- Expiration date.

-- Country of Origin.

Brand or brand.

- Method of use and method of disposal of the product
after use.

-All information used on labels must be true, certified
and verifiable;

- It is not permissible to use images and data used on
product packaging that contradict the public order,
public morals and Islamic values of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia.
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Article (6) Conformity Assessment Procedures

6/1 The supplier shall adhere to the requirements of the
conformity assessment procedures set out in this
Scheme.

6/2 The supplier, who is responsible for placement of
products covered by this Regulation in market, shall
obtain a Certificate of Conformity issued by an
accredited body by scheme owner, in accordance with
conformity assessment model (Type 3), stipulated in
ISO/IEC 17067 as clarified in Annex (3).

6/3 The notified body shall carry out conformity
assessment procedures as per the prescribed form in
order to fulfill requirements of this Regulation.

6/4 The product shall be accompanied by a technical
file, which includes the following:

A) Supplier (manufacturer/importer) Declaration of
Conformity;

B) Product description and potential area of use;

C) Country of Origin;
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D) Description of the basic health and safety
requirements for each batch of product on the product
as per Annex (2);

E) List of tests carried out on the product and applied
specifications.

6/5 Supplier shall collaborate with Regulatory
Authorities, and Market Surveillance Authorities
through the submission of technical file documentation,
certifications of conformity, and any other certified
information proving that the product is conformed to
this Regulation and the relevant standards/ scheme, if
so requested.
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Article (7) Responsibilities of Regulatory Authorities
Regulatory authorities shall, as part of their field of
competence:

7/1 Verify that the products subject to this scheme,
fulfill the requirements of the specified conformity
assessment procedures, and include associated
technical documents with batches, in customs ports and
factories.

7/2 Have the right to randomly take samples of products
from production point subject to this regulation, and
refer such samples to competent laboratories to
ascertain if such sample conform to the requirements
set out here in.

7/3 Have the right to charge suppliers
(manufacturers/importers) with the costs of tests and
associated fees.

7/4 In case of product non-conformity, withdraw such
products from warehouses, and take necessary legal
measures.
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Article (9): Responsibilities of Market Surveillance
Authorities

Market Surveillance Authorities, as a part of their
competences, shall carry out the following:

9/1 Enforce the market surveillance procedures to the
products in the markets and the products stored in the
traders and manufacturers warehouses, in order to
check the validity of the label installation procedures
on products subject to this regulation and the validity
of the data.

9/2 In case of non-conformity of — displayed or stored
— products with the requirements of this Technical
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Regulation, Market Surveillance Authorities shall take
all administrative actions including withdrawal and
recall of such products. Procedures and penalties -
stipulated in Article (10) -shall be applied after taking
the necessary actions.
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Article (10): Violations and Penalties

10/1 It is prohibited to manufacture, import, place in
the market, display in a showroom or even advertise
the products non-conforming with the requirements of
the terms of this scheme.
10/2 Non-fulfillment of
requirements of this regulation is considered a
sufficient reason to judge the product as non-
conforming by the market surveillance and regulatory
authorities, in the following cases:

A) Incorrect affixing or non-affixing of the label.

B) Incorrect data.

C) Using the label (affixing) on any of the product or type
without obtaining a license from Scheme owner.

D) Continuing of using the label on any of the product
or type after issuing a decision to cancel the certification
or expiration without renewal.

E) Continuing to publish and advertise the use of the
label in any media for products in which there license
has been cancel without renewal.

F) Removing affixed label on products or mishandle it or
hiding it from the consumer during sales display.

10/3 In case of non-conformity to the provisions of this
Regulation, the market surveillance authorities -
depending on the situation —shall take all the necessary
measures to remove the violations and their effects on
the market. In this concern the market surveillance
authorities may:

A) Forcing the Vviolating, non-conforming party;
responsible for producing, placing in the market, or
displaying in a showroom, to withdraw the product
from stores or from the market with the aim of
correction or —if possible- re-exporting or destruction
(according to the nature of the product), during the
period determined by the market surveillance
authorities.

B) Withdrawal, seizure or destruction of products, or
any other action to recall from the markets. Market

B) Manufacturing techniques, product safety and quality assurance procedures, and applied processes and procedures.
C) Executed inspections and tests; before, during, and after manufacturing, and the frequency with which they will be
carried out.

D) Records: such as inspection, testing, calibration reports, and the qualification documents of relevant personnel,

E) Means of control for achieving the required product safety and the effective operation of the Product Safety
Management System.

3/4 The notified body, approving the Product Safety Management System, shall assess such system to determine
whether it satisfies the requirements referred to in Clause (3/3), during the period of the approval of the system, which
shall be three years.

3/5 The product shall be presumed to comply with the requirements of the technical regulations, in relation to the
items of the Product Safety Management System, whenever it conforms to the standards.

3/6 In addition to experience in the relevant product safety, the auditing team shall have one technical expert - at least
—who is experienced in the assessment of the field and techniques of manufacturing of the product, and is fully aware
of the technical requirements stipulated in the relevant technical regulations.

3/7 The audit shall include an assessment visit to the factory. The auditing team shall review the technical documents
referred to in Clause (3/3), in order to verify the manufacturer's ability to identify the requirements of the technical
regulations and carry out the necessary examinations and tests to ensure compliance of the product with requirements.
3/8 The manufacturer shall be notified of the decision after the end of the assessment, provided that such notice include
audit findings, assessment decision, along with the justifications on which the decision was based.

3/9 The manufacturer shall be committed to satisfy the obligations of the Product Safety Management System, as
approved, and to maintain the system so that it remains adequate and efficient.

3/10 The manufacturer shall notify the conformity assessment body, which approved the

Product Safety Management System, of any proposed modifications to the system.

3/11 The notified body shall evaluate any proposed modifications and decide whether the modified Product Safety
Management System will continue to satisfy the requirements referred to in Clause (3/3) or a reassessment is necessary.
The notified body shall notify the manufacturer of its decision; the notification shall include testing results along with
the justifications of the assessment decision.

4 Periodic Surveillance Under the Responsibility of the Notified Body

4/1 The purpose of periodic surveillance is to verify the extent of which the supplier meets the obligations of the
certified Product Safety Management System.

4/2 For assessment purposes, the supplier shall allow the notified body, during the validation period, to enter the
manufacturing, inspection, testing and storage sites. The supplier shall provide the notified body with all necessary
information, particularly, the Product Safety Management System documents and safety records, such as testing and
calibration reports, and the qualification documents of relevant personnel, etc.

5/2 The notified body shall identify the product details in each request, clarify such details in the issued CoC.

5/3 The supplier shall provide a written Declaration of Conformity for each approved product type (Type Approval), and
shall put it at the Regulatory Authorities and Market Surveillance Authorities disposal for a period of ten (10) years, at
least, after the placement of the product in the market. The Declaration of Conformity of the supplier shall identify the
approved product type. Furthermore, a copy of the Certificate of Conformity and the Declaration of Conformity shall
bat the Regulatory Authorities and Market Surveillance Authorities disposal request.

5/4 The supplier shall put the following documents at the Regulatory Authorities and Market Surveillance Authorities
disposal, for a period of ten (10) years, at least, after placement of the product in the market:

-Documentation referred to in Clause (3/3).

-The amendments referred to in Clause (3/9), as approved.

-Decisions and reports of the notified body, referred to in Clause (3/7).

5/5 Each notified body shall inform the Regulatory Authorities and Market Surveillance Authorities of issued or
withdrawn Product Safety Management System approvals, and shall periodically or upon request, provide lists of
Product Safety Management System approvals that have been rejected, suspended, or restricted by any means; on a
regular basis or upon request. Each notified body shall inform, upon request, the other notified bodies of Product Safety
Management System approvals it has rejected, suspended, withdrawn, or restricted; and notify such bodies of Product
